	A total of 18,220 cases were seen and treated from July to September 2009 within AMREF operated health facilities in Tali  and Tindilo Payams, with the highest number of patients (7,353) seen in Tali PHCC while the data for Mundari Bura PHCC for the month of September could not be accessed due to flooding situation. On average, about 607 patients were treated every day. The increase in the number of patients seen in these months might be related to the season’s increase in malaria, respiratory infections and diarrhoeal diseases that usually correspond to the rainy season or soon after such weather although it might as well be as a result of an effective community health education sessions carried out during this period.

The top 10 causes of morbidity among the patients seen in the health facilities were malaria, respiratory infections, intestinal parasites, skin infections, acute watery diarrhoea, bloody diarrhoea, urinary tract infections including, sexual transmitted infections and other conditions all which contributed to about 94% as the commonest cause of morbidity among the patients seen from April to June 2009.

A total of 351 patients (164 males and 188 females) were admitted into the health centres operating under AMREF.  September had the highest number of admissions while July had the least number of admissions. On average, about 12 patients were admitted every day to the Primary Health care Centres. 

The most common causes of admissions were severe malaria, pneumonia, and acute watery diarrhoea.

A total of 1,259 laboratory investigations were done from April to June 2009 in Tali PHCC. Some of the common laboratory investigations that were carried out included urinalysis, stool examinations and 

Malaria tests (blood slides). Other laboratory investigations included serological tests like VDRL/RPR and Widal tests. Sputum examination for pulmonary tuberculosis, and haemoglobin estimation were also done.

A total of 4,015 children under five years were immunized in the past three months in Tali and Tindilo Payams. The majority (32%) of the children were vaccinated against polio, more than 17% received BCG vaccine, about 27% received DPT vaccine, 24% protected against measles and 17% of the children received BCG vaccine
A total of 1,729 women of child bearing age received tetanus toxoid vaccine  through the routine immunisation programme,  of which (20% reported for the TT1, 17% for TT2, and TT3 and 26% for TT5
A total of 693 pregnant mothers attended the antenatal care (ANC) clinics; 402 (58%) pregnant women came for antenatal care for the first time in AMREF health facilities in Tali and Tindilo Payams of Terekeka County, with the highest attendance recorded in Tali PHCC. No pregnant women attended to antenatal care for the first time in either Nyanga or Kiu PHCUs. During the first three months of the year 2009, a total of 120 deliveries were assisted in Tali and Tindilo Payams, with majority of the deliveries (68%) delivered at home and assisted by trained Traditional birth Attendants (TBAs). 

On average, about 4 assisted deliveries were reported every day within the project area. During the ANC, pregnant mothers also received integrated messages on health education; personal hygiene, nutrition, care of new born and breast feeding, immunization, STIs/STDs/HIV/AIDS
On the other hand, Trained TBAs carried out activities on Home visits during the months of July and September 2009. Both pregnant and lactating mothers present at homes were reached for health education. Overall, the numbers of pregnant mothers attending ANC are still few which require the need for more community awareness and sensitization on the importance and benefits of coming for ANC, delivery and post-natal care. Assisted deliveries are still also few implying that many mothers deliver either on their own or are assisted by untrained (unsupervised) TBAs.  However, the availability of qualified midwives especially at the primary health care centres has effectively brought changes in terms of support and supervision to the Maternal and Child Health Care Workers (MCHW) including traditional birth attendants.

Project background: Terekeka County has been identified as having both a low level of service provision and a high incidence of both returnees and IDPs passing through or returning to the area as it is a significant migration hub. Preventable diseases such as malaria, URTI and intestinal infestations are among the major causes of morbidity/mortality among the vulnerable populations. 





Objectives: Reduced morbidity and disability associated with diseases especially waterborne illnesses and immunizable diseases 





Activities:  Procurement and installation of Equipment/supplies and materials, drugs and distribution to health facilities;  provide health care services;  Provide high impact services including malaria control program through distribution of free LLITNS to under five children, pregnant and lactating mothers and RH services; Health promotions for utilization of health services and water/hygiene promotion, Capacity building/training of health workers and beneficiary community including CHD





Results: Improved health service provision and preventive health services through health facilities and outreach service; improved health seeking behaviour among the beneficiary community; Empowered beneficiaries to manage health and WATSAN facilities in the project area.
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Challenges


Construction of the health facility building at Mundari Bura is incomplete. Fulla Construction Company has not resumed implementation of the construction activity.


Lack of accommodation facilities at Mundari Bura has delayed deployment of staff to the site, a situation which renders the  health facility to operate as PHCU instead of PHCC.  A strong storm and wind blew off the corrugated iron roof of the OPD building on 22nd September. Replacement of the roof was planned during October 


Inadequate transportation due to frequent break down of project vehicles as a result of poor roads infrastructure, thus delaying implementation of the project activities.


Lack of regular supervions of the project activities  as a result of insecurity in and around Tindilo Payam


Inaccessibility and insecurity in Salama/Rijong Payam has resulted into the delay of implementation of the activities.


AMREF Management in Tali and Juba has been discussing with Tali Payam and County Headquarter Authorities on the best ways for a productive working relationship
