Despite the weather challenges that have led to poor state of road network, the project is ongoing very well and all the activities planned for this year will be achieved.





There has been a conflict between the drilling team and the county Water Coordinator, since the team discovered that the Coordinator was asking for payment from the communities in order to allocate them a borehole. This case has been reported to the County Commissioner and the Authorities promised to investigate the matter.


There has been a lot of complains from the community in Lunyaker Payam as to why their payam was not allocated a school. This community claims to have over 1000 pupils enrolled yet they are always ignored by the Authorities when allocating resources. If possible, AMA requests that additional funding for one more school be provided for this community. They promise to contribute local construction materials including timber. One additional school will require an estimated 167000 GBP. This construction is possible since the current schools under construction are likely to be finished far ahead of schedule, and the construction team may be idle for 3 months (September – December 2009) This time is enough for completion of another school.

Project background:





The project entails the provision of basic services to the returnees and host communities in Warrap State through provision of conducive learning spaces, provision of clean and safe water points, training and capacity building for the PTAs and Water user Associations.


The project started in January 2009 and will run until June 2010.








Objectives:

� The target beneficiaries are according to the BPHS 50,000 for a PHCC and 15,000 for a PHCU.


� Direct beneficiaries is the sum of: a) number of first consultations; b) No of children under 6 years that received EPI; c) No of first antenatal care visits; d) No of deliveries at facility; e) No of mothers and babies attending mother and child health clinics. 


� The indirect beneficiaries are the total population in the county divided by the number of health facilities (PHCUs, PHCCs and hospitals) that are operational in the county.


� Target beneficiaries are according to government standards 50 children per classroom.


� We would like to see the following two figures that can represent the direct beneficiaries of schools: a) number of children enrolled in education and b) number of children attending the classes (the average over this quarter). For teacher training mention the total amount of teachers trained.


� For the school this is the number of children in the county between 6 and 14 years (this is on average 45% of the total population in Sudan, according to Sudan Household Health Survey 2006) divided by the total schools in the county. For teacher trainings the indirect beneficiaries are the children receiving education from the trained teachers.
