· What is the ideal distribution between sectors and why? (e.g. 33% each? 40% 20% 20%?) This should consider the other development programmes alongside BSF.
· Within each sector, what should the emphasis be? (e.g. construction, training, management of operations?)

2. Which geographical areas should the BSF prioritise? 
· Which factors should the BSF consider in terms of prioritisation? (e.g. underserved areas, areas with higher numbers of returnees, areas where there is a high level of conflict associated with access to basic services?)

· Given your answers to this, and given the coverage of other instruments discussed this morning, which states / regions should be the focus of the BSF extension?
3. How do we ensure sustainability?

· A key output of the BSF is GOSS/State Govt/County/Payam capacity development and lesson learning as well as Sudanese NGO capacity building. What types of capacity building should be prioritised over the extension period?

· How should we ensure that NGOs engage with GOSS (at all levels of government) in planning, monitoring and evaluation of projects?

· How should we ensure that Sudanese NGOs are included in the BSF?

· In which circumstances should BSF continue to support existing BSF projects?
· How should we ensure better coordination and lesson learning between BSF and other instruments e.g. SRF, MDTF?
