Third Call for Proposals
BSF’s contractual position is as follow: DFID has now agreements with the Dutch and Norwegian Government and together with DFID’s own contribution the total sum is GBP 17 M ( or at today’s exchange rate USD 25 m (GBP 1 =USD 1.49).  A contribution of the Canadian Government is expected but still in the process.
A summary of this presentation is attached as annex….. to these minutes.
Discussion
The meeting discusses the proposed ranking based on the results of the evaluation score and the geographical distribution: the resulting table includes the highest scoring proposal per state (Table below). These budgets total GBP 11.65. To this should be added the GBP 5.9 of the Cost-Extension in Primary Health: GBP 17.55 m but it can be expected that budget negotiation will reduce the overall budgets to within the limits of the contractual limit of GBP 17m.
In view of the likelihood of a Canadian contribution the meeting also ranks an extra 7 proposals that can be included once this contribution is confirmed.
